Updating the Domia 8in TouchScreen.

This document describes the procedure for updating the Harmony software installed on the Domia 8in TouchScreens. The latest version of the Harmony application can be downloaded from http://www.domialifestyle.com/Downloads.asp. You will also need a card reader that plugs into a PC that can accept mini SD memory cards.

1/ Remove the 8in TouchScreen from the housing. The TouchScreen is held in place by two ball sockets on either side of the screen, gently pull the TouchScreen out of the housing.

2/ Unplug the Ethernet cable from the TouchScreen. This will also power down the screen.
3/ On the bottom edge (opposite side to the Ethernet port) you should be able to see a mini SD card housed in the the built in card port (looks like a thin black line about 2cm longs. Gently push the card in, then release it – it should eject.

4/ Put the mini SD card into your card reader, which in turn should be attached to your PC.

5/ You should now see one or more extra drivers appear in ‘My Computer’ on your PC. One of these will be the SD card. (it should contain 2 directories – ‘Harmony 8in TS’ and ‘Startup’).

6/ Backup both of these directories somewhere safe (copy them to your PC).

7/ Delete both directories and their contents.

8/ Next, copy across the updated version of the software, ensuring that you end up with 2 directories again – (‘Harmony 8in TS’ and ‘Startup’)

9/ Once the files have finished copying, replace the mini SD card into the TouchScreenensuring it is the correct orientation (text up) and that you put it directly into the card slot and not between the slot and the case.
10/ Plug the Ethernet cable back into the screen and install it back into the wall.
